Nadcap Code of Ethics – (CLOSED / OPEN)
The Antitrust and Nadcap Personal Code of Ethics and Conflict of Interest were reviewed with the Task Group.

Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes / RAIL Review – (OPEN)

The minutes from the 8-Mar-10 Fluids Distribution Systems Task Group meeting were reviewed and approved as written.
2.0
17025 Laboratory Accreditations (CLOSED / OPEN)
PRI has made a decision to discontinue affiliation as a NACLA accreditation body because of requirements of ISO/IEC17011 that require PRI business structure to be set up in a specific manner. Resolving this issue would have required PRI to change the way in which it conducts business while not enhancing any of the services that PRI provides nor is it a quality improvement. Thus, PRI will no longer issue ISO/IEC 17025 certificates. PRI will continue to perform audits to the requirements of AC7006 which is equivalent to ISO/IEC 17025 and will provide certification within the Nadcap scope. These audits will continue to be recognized by the MTL Task Group as an approved Quality System. 

There was discussion with the SAE G3, PRI QPG and Nadcap Fluid Distribution Systems Chairpersons concerning the amount of work required to revise the applicable SAE G3 standards that specify ISO 17025 to also accept AC7006. It was determined that only three Fluids accredited suppliers were impacted by this change and it would be easier for those suppliers to obtain an ISO 17025 accreditation when their AC7006 accreditation expires than to revise the numerous SAE G3 standards that reference ISO 17025. Also taken into consideration was that some subscribers flow down ISO 17025. 
3.0 STAFF ENGINEER DELEGATION OVERSIGHT (CLOSED)
The Task Group reviewed the Fluids Distribution Systems Delegation Tracking Form for K. Purnell. Staff Engineer met the minimum criteria of having at least 10% of findings reviewed by the Task Group Primes with at least a 90% concurrence rate. Staff Engineer maintains delegated status.

AUDITOR TRAINING OUTLINE FOR 2010 - AUDIT OBSERVERS– (CLOSED)
Auditor Training has been scheduled for the Nadcap meeting in Pittsburgh for one half day on Friday October 15th. Topics to be addresses included, Time Management, Most Common NCR’s, Review of Latest Document Changes, Question / Answer and Discussion Session, Suggestions for Audit Handbook Clarifications and Periodic Testing Requirements. In addition, Staff Engineer will make a presentation at Nadcap Management Council to make Nadcap members aware of the Task Groups functions and responsibilities. 
Nadcap Fluid Task Group subscriber members have observed two Fluids audits in 2010.

There were questions on how the parts are to be 
counted and this was referred to the G3B committee for clarification. M. Scott agreed to begin 
the next revision of PD2101 to incorporate the revised sub tier auditing requirements previously 
agreed upon.

Meeting Minutes – SAE G-3 PRI-Suppliers Group


Delta Centreville  – Montreal, QB. Wednesday Sept 8, 2010 8:00am

1.0  Opening:



1.1 The meeting was chaired by M. Scatoloni (R. Spencer was not in attendance).  Introductions and attendance, sign-up sheet circulated. Approximately 30 were in attendance.


2.0 Reporting Items:


2.1 Hydraulic Leakage.



R. Christianson reported on the Leakage Panel activities (established G-3B, March 
2009). The NASC committee is preparing a revision to NAS1760 (flareless globe-
seal fitting end) and the Leakage Panel prepared proposed changes to the geometrical 
tolerancing and single-point machining requirements intended to improve sealing 
performance. The proposal was submitted to NASC in May 2010. NASC is 
preparing a new proposal revision to be re-surveyed through the G-3 committee and 
will be submitted to the G-3 chairman. Project G310-02 was later assigned in the G-
3 meeting (Friday 09/10/10), for coordinating a G-3 response to NAS1760 proposed 
revision.       

2.2 Sub-Contracting Requirements Proposed Change to PD2101/AC7112.


M. Scatoloni reported that there has been no new action reported from NADCAP or 
QPG regarding the supplier’s recommended changes to PD2101E (Sect 4.2.2), and 
AC7112 audit checklist for controls over on-site auditing and merit system for sub-
tier contracting (machine shops). The proposed verbiage was submitted to PRI FLU 
Group in the Chicago meeting, in September 2009. A status update will be requested 
in the following PRI FLU Group meeting (later at 10:00am).

3.0 Discussion Items:


3.1 MS219xxx Material Cancellations.


M. Scatoloni and K. Metcalf reported on the panel’s activities to address the material 
cancellations for 4130 alloy steel and 2024/2014 aluminum alloy MS/AS219xxx parts 
in accordance with SAE AS219xxx standards. There has been a series of panel tele-
cons with industry users and manufacturers requesting a resolution to be able to 
supply these cancelled parts to support OEM legacy aircraft programs. Currently, the 
SAE AS standards requirements prohibit the manufacture and procurement of these 
materials. The panel had requested a directive letter from the QPG in order to 
establish ground “rules” for suppliers and users. The QPG response letter dated 
08/25/10 was read to the group. Removal from the QPL was stated for those suppliers 
continuing to manufacture the cancelled materials, however, it was stated that the 
QPG does not have the authority to direct suppliers on what they can or can not 
manufacture. This requirement is established on the SAE AS standard and carried-out 
by PRI QPG. The 
group discussed possible changes to the AS219xxx standards to 
revise the “do not manufacture” note to an “inactive for new design” which would 
allow manufacturers and users to comply with the requirements without violations to 
support legacy programs. A proposal was made to also change the dash “-“ code to 
“F” code for 4130 alloy steel since 4130 has replaced C1137 steel now for quite some 
time since its cancellation in earlier revisions of AS18280. There was a general 
agreement by the group to present this proposal to the NADCAP FLU meeting (later 
at 10:00am). 

3.2 Periodic Control Testing – AS18280 Requirements/Clarifications.



M. Scatoloni and K. Metcalf reported on several issues that have been raised with 
various suppliers and the QPG regarding interpretation of the requirements for 
periodic control testing in AS18280. Clarifications are needed in the verbiage (Sect 
4.5.3, AS18280E) in order to remove ambiguities in the testing and production 
counting requirements and reporting there of.



a) Sect 4.5.3 and 4.5.3.1 identifies the parts to be counted by their 




applicable and specific fitting ends detail which includes (AS33514, AS33515, 


AS4375, AS4377, AS5863 or AS5864 fitting ends). Nuts, inserts (with NAS1760) 

or other ends are not defined. The general agreement in the group was that 



NAS1760 ends should also be included but nuts that do not have a sealing surface 


should be excluded.



b) Note 1, Sect 4.5.3 identifies that one or both materials shall be tested. It is not 


clear that both materials must be tested when both materials were counted in the 


production count. This should be clarified.



c) Sect 4.5.3.1 does not specify that mating parts or caps used in testing shall be 


the same material and finish as the test specimen. This should be clarified.



d) Table 7 and 11 specifies the tests and requirements for Periodic Control 



Testing which includes Pneumatic and Repeated Assembly Tests, however in Sect 

4.4.6, last sentence, a statement regarding a burst test is to be performed as a final 


test in the Repeated Assembly Test. It was proposed that when the Periodic 


Control Test was originally introduced into AS18280 that only the tests listed in 


Tables 7 and 11 (Pneumatic and Repeated Assy) were to be intended. Burst 


Testing was performed at qualification testing only and not originally intended 


during
Periodic Testing as shown in Tables 7 and 11. After further discussions it 


was determined that Burst Testing should be included in Periodic Testing and 


should be clarified in AS18280.



e) The QPG annual letter request that is sent out to suppliers to provide their 


yearly Periodic Control Testing data and production logs has a statement to test 


“unplated” 15-5Ph CRES parts. The suppliers do not agree with this statement 


because the MS219xx “V” coded parts being supplied are cadmium plated as 


specified by the “VxxP” part number. Also, the cadmium plated parts are the “as 


qualified” parts and should be the “tested” configuration. This clarification will be 

forwarded to the QPG staff engineer.     




All of these clarifications were later presented to the QPG (in the 10:00am 



meeting) and decided to be incorporated into the current project G3B10-10 for 


AS18280 (R. Clements). M. Scatoloni and M. Metcalf will forward their 



recommendations for changes.

3.3 ARP4784 – Workmanship Standards For Hex Bar Stock.


K. Metcalf reported on issues with purchasing 304 CRES hex barstock where the 

requirements for surface defects and workmanship in the AMS material 


specifications do not provide adequate criteria for typical standard fittings (as per 
AS18280 or AS4841). ARP4784 permits some minor surface defects with limits 
based on wall thickness and surface finish requirements. ARP4784 is referenced in 
AS4841 and was removed from AS18280 in prior revision. A suggestion was 
discussed to possibly have different workmanship levels defined in either the AMS 
material specifications or in the AS fitting procurement specifications. The general 
agreement was that G-3B could define the workmanship requirements for the 
specific product types (thin hex wall parts and nuts versus thick wall unions) within 
the procurement specifications. K. Metcalf will submit a recommendation to SAE 
G-3B committee for these changes.   

3.4 Gaging Requirements For NADCAP Accredited Processors.


M. Scatoloni reported on issues with plating/coating processors when measuring and 
certifying to the required plating/coating thickness. Typically, the fitting 
manufacturers are asked by the processors to provide thread gages (ring gages or 
tri-roll gages) in order for the processor to ensure they have met the plating 
thickness on threads and not caused any non-assembly issues with the plated/coated 
parts. Providing these gages are a cost-driver to the manufacturer and was suggested 
that it should be under the responsibility of the NADCAP accredited processor to be 
able to perform and measure their own plating/coating process without 
manufacturer’s involvement.  The discussion continued with requests for other 
inspection methods that could be used by the processor (other than providing 
manufacturer’s thread gaging) in order to ensure thread functionality and measure 
required thickness. Typically, the plating/coating processor will use a sample 
“coupon” (or panel) with the plated parts and perform their thickness inspection on 
the panel for certification. This may or may not represent the actual thickness on the 
product, specifically on the threads. This issue will be forwarded to the NADCAP 
plating and coatings task groups (via K. Purnell) for their evaluation for any 
improvement opportunities.
