SUCCESSION PLANS
2.1 Action Item from the July Nadcap Planning and Operations Meeting was for each Task Group to
review its succession plan and determine a succession date from the existing Chairperson to the incoming Chairperson. Existing succession plan required updating because Vice Chairperson retired the week prior to this meeting. It was proposed that Robert Schreiber of Boeing be the next Nadcap Fluids Distribution Systems Chairperson.  A motion was made by Ron Clements and seconded by Dan Smith to accept Ron Schreiber as the next Nadcap Fluids Task Group Chairperson. The Task Group voted unanimously in agreement of the motion. No one volunteered to be Vice Chairperson so Rick Carver the current chairperson said he was willing become Vice Chairperson to help with the transition. A motion was made by Joe Bebey and seconded by Dan Smith to accept Rick Carver as the next Nadcap Fluids Task Group Vice Chairperson. The Task Group voted unanimously in agreement of the motion. Chairperson transition was planned for the next Fluids Task Group Meeting on March 16, 2009 in Tampa, Florida contingent on Nadcap Management Council approval. A nomination committee was formed consisting of D. Smith, G. Ott and K. Purnell to identify the next Vice Chairperson.

2.2 PRI Staff requested a Task Group member record the meeting minutes. The Task Group has never
had a secretary and no one volunteered? The Task Group agreed to rotate the responsibility of taking meeting minutes at each meeting. D. Smith volunteered to record the meeting minutes for this meeting.
3.0 AUDITOR TRAINING
3.1
The outcome of the 2008 Auditor Training program was reviewed. Auditors received 8 hours of general auditor training on Saturday July 19 and 8 hours of fluid specific training on Sunday July 20, 2008. Auditors requested Prime participation at next year’s Fluid specific portion of their Auditor Training. Auditors reviewed AC7112 Rev. A & provided feedback. Auditors found the review of the most common NCRs very useful.

Robert Schreiber agreed to attend and assist with the fluids specific training. Task Group determined 4 hours of fluids specific training would be sufficient.

ACTION ITEM (#71): K. Purnell and R. Schreiber to complete the Fluid Specific Auditor Training program materials by September 15, 2009. 
4.0
AH7112 Rev. A
Questions asked by the auditors during Auditor Training were reviewed. Auditors suggested the SPC section of the checklist should either be mandated or eliminated. Auditors are not finding purchase orders flowing down SPC requirements; most suppliers do SPC for informational purposes only. Auditors asked if it is better to for suppliers to randomly select periodic test samples as opposed to creating separate shop orders. Primes agreed separate orders were fine for hose but periodic testing of fittings should be selected at random. Because of time restraints at the meeting, additional auditor questions will be addressed during the monthly Task Group conference calls.

NTGOP-001 Appendix XI

Revised NTGOP-001 Appendix XI was balloted on August 20, 2008. Additional votes required to close the ballot were obtained. Comments from the one disapproval vote were discussed. AC7104 is referenced in the document but PRI no longer performs audits to this checklist. The Task Group agreed to remove this reference from the Appendix since it is obsolete. Second ballot comment questioned the change in supplier merit requirements and a concern the new merit criteria would increase costs to suppliers and primes. PRI Staff explained that the new merit criteria is the same criteria the Task Group used to have. PRI Staff charted merit data that showed merit has decreased since the Task Group revised its merit criteria several years ago. By going to the new standardized merit criteria more suppliers should be qualifying for merit which will reduce costs. Motion was made by R. Clements to approve the NTGOP-001 Appendix XI with the elimination of the obsolete reference document AC7104, motion was seconded by Dan Smith. Task Group voted unanimously to approve the motion. 

ACTION ITEM (#68): K. Purnell to update disapproving prime member of Task Groups decision and to ballot document to NMC after removal of AC7104 reference. This change was considered editorial. Due date November 15, 2008

Checklist can only verify if purchase order, specification, drawing and internal procedures are being adhered to. Suppliers are required by AS9100 to control their subcontractors. PRI auditors will be verifying that suppliers are auditing their subcontractors. Task Group is working on an audit handbook for the new AC7112 A checklist.

International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR) 


Export Administration Regulations (EAR)



1.
What is ITAR/EAR?


The United States government regulates the export of information related to certain products, software and technologies for reasons of national security and foreign policy, as well as services and technical assistance related to such products and technologies. The Department of State regulates the export of Defense Articles, Technical Data and Defense Services related to Defense Articles as defined in and including those listed on the US Munitions List (USML) of, the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR). The Department of Commerce regulates the transfer and export of Commodities, Technology, Software and Technical Assistance related to civil and dual use items as defined in and including those listed on the Commerce Control List (CCL) of, the Export Administration Regulations (EAR).  Suppliers should consult the ITAR and EAR for applicable definitions and to understand the requirements of these regulations.


2.  What does EC-LR/Restricted mean?   



The term “EC-LR/Restricted” (Export Controlled-License Required/Restricted) has been  developed to describe items*, materials, information, data, software and technology which requires some licensing or has some restrictions which need to be evaluated to determine whether licensing is required for the Nadcap audit to be performed.  “EC-LR/Restricted” is defined as:


All Defense Articles and Technical Data controlled by the ITAR; any foreign origin Defense Articles and Technical Data that would be controlled by the ITAR if of U.S. origin; any dual-use or civil items or Technology controlled by the EAR under any ECCN except EAR99; and includes any foreign origin dual-use or civil items or Technology that would be controlled by the EAR under any ECCN except EAR99 if of U.S. origin.


* for the purposes of this document – “items” includes all  parts, processes, materials, technologies, technical data or other information which is EC-LR/Restricted. 



2.
How does a Company know if its work is EC-LR/Restricted?


A supplier is responsible for determining itself or through its Prime or Contractor the export classification of the Technology, Software, articles, Commodities, items or materials to be included in the audit.  



3.
Who can have access to information or product falling under an ITAR or EAR license?



In the Nadcap process, if Nadcap obtains an export license it will determine what Technical Assistance may be provided under the export license, and if applicable, which Technical Data or Technology may be disseminated & utilized in the audit.  If the supplier obtains an export license, it is responsible for determining compliance with the export license terms and conditions.


All Nadcap auditors and PRI Staff personnel are classified as Unrestricted (US citizens or green card holders) or Restricted (non US citizens and non green card holders.)


Unrestricted auditors are permitted access to all information regarding domestic orders (US origin) at US suppliers.   There is no export if the audit is being done by an Unrestricted auditor at a US supplier and uses only domestic parts.  No forms reporting EC-LR/Restricted items need to be sent to PRI in this case.  NOTE:  if non US origin defense or dual-use/commercial work, which would be controlled by the ITAR or EAR, if of US origin, are present at the supplier, then that information needs to be submitted on the appropriate tab on the form to PRI.  This applies to US suppliers as well as non US.


Unrestricted auditors are allowed to review only EAR material classified as EAR99, and under no circumstances any Technical Data or other information classified under the ITAR unless the necessary export license has been obtained or license exception determined to apply.  



For all audits of non US suppliers, no EC-LR/Restricted items may be included in the audit unless any required export license has been obtained, or license exception or NLR status determined to apply.  This is true regardless of whether Unrestricted or Restricted auditors and/or PRI Staff are involved in the audit. 



The Restricted/Unrestricted designation for the Nadcap auditor(s) assigned to an audit can be found in eAuditNet next to their name; example: Michael Smith (Primary)    (ITAR Unrestricted) – OR - Walter Schmidt (Primary)    (ITAR Restricted)



It is the supplier's responsibility to know what EC-LR/Restricted items they have in their facility and to assure that these items are made available only to those personnel listed on the license or determined by it to not require an export license.  Suppliers must ensure that no EC-LR/Restricted items are used in the audit unless any licenses that are required have first been obtained.  In all cases, however, the supplier must complete the EC-LR form below, even if it has determined that the materials it wishes to include in the audit are NLR. If a license has been previously granted for the Nadcap audit, please indicate the license number on the form. This only applies to the ITAR and EAR tab.


4.
How does this affect the Nadcap audit?



Scheduling:  During the audit scheduling process in eAuditNet the Supplier must answer the questions listed below in the “EC-LR/Restricted” question. The answer to these questions will help guide the assignment of the proper auditor & identify the need for licenses.


If any of the questions below is answered with a “yes”, the supplier is required to complete the attached form (below).  If a license has not already been issued for the identified EC-LR/Restricted materials, PRI will determine if a license is required and will take steps to secure one with respect to any licensable activities involved in PRI's performance of the Nadcap audit. If the audit must go forward without the license (normally due to scheduling concerns), PRI Scheduling will ask the supplier to 


determine whether there is enough non EC-LR/Restricted work for the audit to be completed without using any EC-LR/Restricted items.  If there is, an auditor (either Restricted or Unrestricted) will be assigned to the audit – with the proviso that the supplier will ensure that all EC-LR/Restricted materials will be excluded from the audit. The foregoing process applies to PRI's determination of whether an export license is required for the performance of the Nadcap audit only.  It is the supplier's responsibility to obtain any export license or make any license exception or NLR determination with respect to its disclosure or release of Technical Data or Technology to PRI or the PRI auditor.


EC-LR form:  When EC-LR/Restricted items may be part of a Nadcap audit, the supplier shall complete the form provided (below) with all relevant data for all EC-LR/Restricted parts for all Nadcap processes for all of the suppliers’ customers.  This form will be sent to PRI Scheduling for use in getting licenses for future Nadcap audits.

NOTE: Once a license to perform the Nadcap audit has been secured, it is applicable to all processes at the supplier, unless otherwise restricted.


“EC-LR/Restricted” question:  A clarification for suppliers:  when the “EC-LR/Restricted” question is answered in eAuditnet, please realize that the question asks if you have any existing Purchase Orders; parts; specifications; work instructions, drawings, etc.; Technology, Software, Technical Data or any other information on that process which are “EC-LR/Restricted.”  It is not asking whether licensed material will be part of that particular audit.  In theory – any part using that process is subject to the Nadcap audit.  



Documentation of the audit:  Neither Nadcap auditors, nor supplier personnel are allowed to include technical information or details on EC-LR/Restricted items in eAuditNet.  This is true even though the auditor may be licensed to evaluate the data and answer the question in the checklist. This is due to the fact that Restricted/Unlicensed personnel in the Task Groups have access to the audit details.  Suppliers must be particularly vigilant to not attach technical information on EC-LR/Restricted items in response to non conformances.  Suppliers should consult with their Staff Engineers on this issue if there are any questions about what should be included and what should not.

		NOP 006 (Supplier Advisory) requires in paragraph 5.8.3;

		"When a Level #4 supplier advisory is required and a product impact issue exists, Technical Staff shall issue separate supplier advisories, e.g. one advisory to record audit failure and one to record the product impact issue."

		The fact that the above steps were taken for failed audits must be documented. The expectation is that if an audit fails, a ballot will be issued for withdrawal of current accreditation (if applicable). If the failed audit includes product impact issues, an advisory will need to be issued.

		Excessive Cycles/Rounds of Response:

		NOP011 requires the following steps under paragraph 4.4 (Mode D) . . .

		"Note: 1) If the audit is at either 5 or 6 rounds of response and not balloted for failure, the Staff Engineer must include a note with the audit justifying why the failure ballot did not occur.  (This must be included for both round 5 and round 6). 2) If the audit is at 7 rounds of response, a failure ballot must be submitted to the Task Group."

		The number of cycles referenced in this procedure is the cycle count reported by eAuditNet and not the number of "true/real" cycles.  For example, if eAuditNet indicated that the supplier had submitted 5 rounds of response and in reality there were only three rounds of response (due to the supplier accidentally hitting the "submit for SE review" button two times), you would include a note in eAuditNet under the "Notes" section explaining why the audit was not submitted for failure ballot. Once the number of cycles indicated in eAuditNet reaches 7, the audit must be balloted to the Task Group for failure even if the number of "real" cycles is less.

What is ITAR/EAR?



The United States government regulates the export of information related to certain products, software and technologies for reasons of national security and foreign policy, as well as services and technical assistance related to such products and technologies. The Department of State regulates the export of Defense Articles, Technical Data and Defense Services related to Defense Articles as defined in and including those listed on the US Munitions List (USML) of, the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR). The Department of Commerce regulates the transfer and export of Commodities, Technology, Software and Technical Assistance related to civil and dual use items as defined in and including those listed on the Commerce Control List (CCL) of, the Export Administration Regulations (EAR).  Suppliers should consult the ITAR and EAR for applicable definitions and to understand the requirements of these regulations.



2.  What does EC-LR/Restricted mean?   




The term “EC-LR/Restricted” (Export Controlled-License Required/Restricted) has been  developed to describe items*, materials, information, data, software and technology which requires some licensing or has some restrictions which need to be evaluated to determine whether licensing is required for the Nadcap audit to be performed.  “EC-LR/Restricted” is defined as:



All Defense Articles and Technical Data controlled by the ITAR; any foreign origin Defense Articles and Technical Data that would be controlled by the ITAR if of U.S. origin; any dual-use or civil items or Technology controlled by the EAR under any ECCN except EAR99; and includes any foreign origin dual-use or civil items or Technology that would be controlled by the EAR under any ECCN except EAR99 if of U.S. origin.



* for the purposes of this document – “items” includes all  parts, processes, materials, technologies, technical data or other information which is EC-LR/Restricted.

A supplier is responsible for determining itself or through its Prime or Contractor the export classification of the Technology, Software, articles, Commodities, items or materials to be included in the audit.  




3.
Who can have access to information or product falling under an ITAR or EAR license?




In the Nadcap process, if Nadcap obtains an export license it will determine what Technical Assistance may be provided under the export license, and if applicable, which Technical Data or Technology may be disseminated & utilized in the audit.  If the supplier obtains an export license, it is responsible for determining compliance with the export license terms and conditions.



All Nadcap auditors and PRI Staff personnel are classified as Unrestricted (US citizens or green card holders) or Restricted (non US citizens and non green card holders.)



Unrestricted auditors are permitted access to all information regarding domestic orders (US origin) at US suppliers.   There is no export if the audit is being done by an Unrestricted auditor at a US supplier and uses only domestic parts.  No forms reporting EC-LR/Restricted items need to be sent to PRI in this case.  NOTE:  if non US origin defense or dual-use/commercial work, which would be controlled by the ITAR or EAR, if of US origin, are present at the supplier, then that information needs to be submitted on the appropriate tab on the form to PRI.  This applies to US suppliers as well as non US.



Unrestricted auditors are allowed to review only EAR material classified as EAR99, and under no circumstances any Technical Data or other information classified under the ITAR unless the necessary export license has been obtained or license exception determined to apply.  




For all audits of non US suppliers, no EC-LR/Restricted items may be included in the audit unless any required export license has been obtained, or license exception or NLR status determined to apply.  This is true regardless of whether Unrestricted or Restricted auditors and/or PRI Staff are involved in the audit. 




The Restricted/Unrestricted designation for the Nadcap auditor(s) assigned to an audit can be found in eAuditNet next to their name; example: Michael Smith (Primary)    (ITAR Unrestricted) – OR - Walter Schmidt (Primary)    (ITAR Restricted)




It is the supplier's responsibility to know what EC-LR/Restricted items they have in their facility and to assure that these items are made available only to those personnel listed on the license or determined by it to not require an export license.  Suppliers must ensure that no EC-LR/Restricted items are used in the audit unless any licenses that are required have first been obtained.  In all cases, however, the supplier must complete the EC-LR form below, even if it has determined that the materials it wishes to include in the audit are NLR. If a license has been previously granted for the Nadcap audit, please indicate the license number on the form. This only applies to the ITAR and EAR tab.

How does this affect the Nadcap audit?




Scheduling:  During the audit scheduling process in eAuditNet the Supplier must answer the questions listed below in the “EC-LR/Restricted” question. The answer to these questions will help guide the assignment of the proper auditor & identify the need for licenses.



If any of the questions below is answered with a “yes”, the supplier is required to complete the attached form (below).  If a license has not already been issued for the identified EC-LR/Restricted materials, PRI will determine if a license is required and will take steps to secure one with respect to any licensable activities involved in PRI's performance of the Nadcap audit. If the audit must go forward without the license (normally due to scheduling concerns), PRI Scheduling will ask the supplier to 



determine whether there is enough non EC-LR/Restricted work for the audit to be completed without using any EC-LR/Restricted items.  If there is, an auditor (either Restricted or Unrestricted) will be assigned to the audit – with the proviso that the supplier will ensure that all EC-LR/Restricted materials will be excluded from the audit. The foregoing process applies to PRI's determination of whether an export license is required for the performance of the Nadcap audit only.  It is the supplier's responsibility to obtain any export license or make any license exception or NLR determination with respect to its disclosure or release of Technical Data or Technology to PRI or the PRI auditor.



EC-LR form:  When EC-LR/Restricted items may be part of a Nadcap audit, the supplier shall complete the form provided (below) with all relevant data for all EC-LR/Restricted parts for all Nadcap processes for all of the suppliers’ customers.  This form will be sent to PRI Scheduling for use in getting licenses for future Nadcap audits.

NOTE: Once a license to perform the Nadcap audit has been secured, it is applicable to all processes at the supplier, unless otherwise restricted.



“EC-LR/Restricted” question:  A clarification for suppliers:  when the “EC-LR/Restricted” question is answered in eAuditnet, please realize that the question asks if you have any existing Purchase Orders; parts; specifications; work instructions, drawings, etc.; Technology, Software, Technical Data or any other information on that process which are “EC-LR/Restricted.”  It is not asking whether licensed material will be part of that particular audit.  In theory – any part using that process is subject to the Nadcap audit.  




Documentation of the audit:  Neither Nadcap auditors, nor supplier personnel are allowed to include technical information or details on EC-LR/Restricted items in eAuditNet.  This is true even though the auditor may be licensed to evaluate the data and answer the question in the checklist. This is due to the fact that Restricted/Unlicensed personnel in the Task Groups have access to the audit details.  Suppliers must be particularly vigilant to not attach technical information on EC-LR/Restricted items in response to non conformances.  Suppliers should consult with their Staff Engineers on this issue if there are any questions about what should be included and what should not.
