2.0 AC7112/2

AC7112/2 DRAFT Revision A dated 2007-07 Audit Criteria for Fittings and Other Machined Components was reviewed. Problems with aluminum forgings and leakage of fittings at sealing surfaces prompted the request to add additional criteria to the draft checklist.   Proposed additional requirements included adding criteria to address aluminum shapes (forgings) and requirements for fabrication of seal areas. PRI Staff verified that forgings were outside of the Task Groups scope. Additional requirements would need to be addressed within the SAE standard documents. 
ACTION ITEM – PRI Staff to set up a conference call to discuss flow down of requirements.

3.0 Current Audit Review 

Task Group reviewed the four current open audits. Supplier Advisory impact on merit was reviewed.
4.0 Supplier Issues

Subcontracting of machining was discussed. Task Group needs to verify the amount oversight being performed assures the products integrity. Purchase order for subcontracted operations need to flow down all the applicable requirements?
5.0 Auditor Training

Nadcap Auditors will receive 8 hours of general auditor training on Saturday October 20 in Pittsburgh. Fluid Auditors will receive 4 hours of Fluid Specific auditor training on Sunday Morning October 21, 2007. Boeing will assist in conducting the 2007 auditor training. Nadcap Annual auditor training for 2008 will be in Pittsburgh on July 19 & 20. Task Group will need to decide if the Fluids auditor training will be in Pittsburgh or at the Fall G3 meeting?

1.0  Opening:



1.1 The meeting was chaired by R. Spencer.  Introductions and attendance, sign-up sheet circulated. Approximately 34 were in attendance.


2.0 Reporting Items:


2.1  Aluminum Forgings, QML, intended for G-3 products.

This discussion was deferred to the afternoon panel meeting at 2:00pm.

3.0 Discussion Items:


3.1 Proposed Changes to PD2101E. 


The suppliers group reviewed the latest changes to proposed draft PD2101E (Qualification Process Requirements) that will be coming up for survey. Significant changes in requirements have been proposed by the QPG group in these areas of the document; 4.2.2 (Sub-contracting), 4.15 (Controls over Manufacturer Design and Process Changes and Reporting to PRI), and 4.16 (Classification of Changes).

A round-robin discussion was held regarding these changes and reviewing the impact to the suppliers. The suppliers questioned what were the real root-causes behind these changes and if they were value-added? The focus of this effort has been to try and address industry fluid fitting leakage with inadequate sealing surface problems, and controlling the quality (machining) of OCM sub-contracting sources.


3.2  Proposed Changes to AS7112/2A

The suppliers group reviewed the latest changes to proposed draft AS7112/2A (Audit Criteria for Fitting and Machined Components- QML listing) that will be coming up for survey. Significant changes in requirements that were similar to the changes being introduced into PD2101A were discussed (controls over manufacturer design/process changes, and controls over sub-contracting). Within the audit checklist there seemed to be audit criteria that has not been established through the top-level requirements (as in Sect 8. - Fabrication of Seal Areas, which also includes sub-contracting requirements for those machining these areas).

Both of these discussions raised a number of questions to be addressed by the QPG and NADCAP Groups regarding the reported leakage issues, and sealing surface requirements. These issues were discussed at the subsequent PRI Group Meeting following the Supplier Meeting at 10:00am. Two action items were established to address these issues;

a) A Panel was formed to review the sealing surface and leakage requirements.

b) A Panel was formed to review the latest PD2101 changes, before survey to the general committee.
